CROUCH END FESTIVAL CHORUS -  Summer concerts featuring local composer, Jenni Roditi
Crouch End Festival Chorus’s Summer Concerts will take place this year on Saturday 2 July at St James’s Church, Muswell Hill.

Two concerts – at 4.00pm and 8.00pm – will feature Crouch End-based composer, Jenni Roditi.   The choir will sing Jenni’s Life, a beautiful a capella work sung for the first time with over 100 voices. 
Life was written in 1995 for a Buddhist summer camp and performed with around 40 of Jenni’s friends, the composer explained. “We rehearsed an hour a day for 10 days, then gave a performance with me at the keyboard and someone playing a tabla [drum].” The theme of “life” was inspired by Buddhist philosophy, she added, “which encourages us to celebrate the impermanence of now and be joyful.” The text was written by Jenni herself, using Buddhist imagery such as the wheel of time and the razor’s edge.

Now based in Crouch End Hill, Jenni trained in composition and piano at the Guildhall School of Music, and has written numerous commissions, including two operas. Her career has included teaching and community music, with a recent focus on performance in the Roditi Trio (piano, violin and cello). She is currently studying for a master’s degree in composition at Brunel University, and is composing music for an independent film.

Jenni comments, “It’s a delight to be connected to CEFC.   The big choir adds power and an epic quality, particularly in the staccato sections. I was impressed with the way conductor David Temple rehearsed it when I came to hear the work a couple of weeks ago - I liked his image of a windy, sunny, day – that 
really sums it up.”
Also on the programme are Allegri’s Miserere, Kodály’s Missa Brevis and music by Monteverdi, Gabrieli, Carissimi and Lotti.
