Crouch End Festival Chorus, one of the country’s leading symphonic choirs, and its conductor, David Temple, are to join Noel Gallagher’s High Flying Birds in seven concerts around the UK on his three week tour in the UK and Ireland, starting on 13 February in Manchester.

The tour follows several CEFC collaborations with Noel Gallagher, including the 2008 BBC Electric Proms (with Oasis), two Teenage Cancer Trust concerts at the Royal Albert Hall in 2010, and most recently, an appearance on the Number One album, Noel Gallagher's High Flying Birds.  

Conductor David Temple says,

“Noel Gallagher is up there in the top five UK songwriters of all time.  We are proud for the choir and me to be featured on his hugely successful debut solo album - and then to be asked to take part in the arena tour is a treat beyond words.  And all of this comes after what will be the most thrilling world première in the choir's history - 17 DAYS by James McCarthy.  The variety of music performed by Crouch End Festival Chorus is unparalleled in the world of choral music.”
The tour starts just a week after the world premiere of 17 DAYS by James McCarthy on Sunday 5th February at the Barbican, which will be performed alongside Philip Glass’s THREE SONGS and THE GRID from the film, Koyaanisqatsi.
Commissioned by CEFC and written for the choir, a children’s choir, brass, piano and percussion, 17 DAYS focuses on those first bleak, terrifying seventeen days of uncertainty following the accident at the San José copper mine in northern Chile which trapped thirty three miners deep inside the earth, and the final, ecstatic journey to the surface watched the world over.   Four a cappella poem settings are at the centre of the 40 minute piece, each focussing on different aspects of the emotional turmoil of all those involved, both above and below the ground.
