CEFC has also been booked to sing in this year’s Dr Who Christmas special (a year after its voices were heard as David Tennant’s Doctor met his long-anticipated end in front of an audience of 10 million viewers).    CEFC has been the choir of choice for Dr Who since February 2005, singing the fabulous music of Murray Gold.
