CROUCH END FESTIVAL CHORUS PLAYS GLASTONBURY  

Just a week after its summer concert at St James Church in Muswell Hill (Saturday 19 June), Crouch End Festival Chorus will join Ray Davies on the Pyramid Stage at Glastonbury.

Fifty CEFC singers, conducted by David Temple, will sing classic Ray Davies songs with Ray and his band on the closing afternoon of the Festival on Sunday 27 June.  It will be broadcast by the BBC.

CEFC worked with Ray on The Kinks Choral Collection CD, which featured Waterloo Sunset, You Really Got Me and Days, and was released in June last year; it went to Number 5 in the Amazon chart.      
CEFC first sang with Ray Davies at the 2007 BBC Electric Proms at the Roundhouse - since then we have appeared in concerts at Hampton Court in 2008, and Kenwood, Symphony Hall Birmingham and Hammersmith Apollo in 2009.  The choir also appeared on 'Songbook' - a Sky Arts series which featured the music of Ray Davies.

 
And three weeks later, CEFC will take part in the First Night of the BBC Proms on Friday 16 July.   The choir will join three other choirs and the BBC Symphony Orchestra with its Chief Conductor, Jiří Bělohlávek, in a centenary performance of Mahler’s Eighth Symphony – otherwise known as the Symphony of a Thousand. 
David Temple, Musical Director of CEFC, comments,
“What an amazing month for the choir - a stunning local concert followed by an appearance on the main stage at Glastonbury just before Stevie Wonder and then, as if that isn't enough, singing Mahler at the First Night of the BBC Proms. It really doesn't get any better!”
