Crouch End Festival Chorus’s New Year concert features Haydn’s choral masterpiece, Die Schöpfung (The Creation).    

Sung in the original German, the three-part oratorio, which was written by Josef Haydn between 1796 and 1798, tells the story of the creation of the world as depicted in the Books of Genesis and Psalms, and in Milton’s Paradise Lost. The writing in this choral masterpiece is full of wonder – Haydn’s depiction of the creation of light is particularly heart-stopping – and the famous choruses include ‘The Heavens are Telling’.  
This specially-lit performance is in support of The Art Room, a charity that offers art as therapy to children and young people from the ages of five to 15 who are marginalised or disengaged from education, or have particular social or learning needs.  A new branch has recently opened in Islington, and the children have been working on images relating to the theme of Creation.  Some of their work will be on display at the Barbican on the day of the concert and a collection will be made following the performance. There will also be images projected during the performance – by children from The Art Room and the illustrator Jane Ray – to depict the stages of the Creation.
CEFC will be joined by soprano Miriam Allan; tenor Joshua Ellicott; baritone Stephan Loges (who recently sang with the choir in Britten’s War Requiem at the Barbican in November) and the London Orchestra da Camera, conducted by CEFC Musical Director, David Temple.    
Conductor David Temple, says, “We have the best of both worlds in this unique performance – Haydn’s life-enhancing music sung in its original German language mixed with stunning images of nature.”
Juli Beattie, Director of The Art Room, comments, "We are thrilled that Crouch End Festival Chorus has chosen to support The Art Room and we look forward to seeing the children and young people’s work projected on to the stage and on plasma screens at the Barbican."

· Crouch End Festival Chorus is one of the leading symphony choruses in the UK.Under the musical direction of David Temple, CEFC promotes its own concerts and collaborates with the finest orchestras, soloists, singers, composers, broadcasters and recording companies.

· In the last year, the singers of Crouch End Festival Chorus have sung at

the BBC Proms (Berlioz Te Deum) and the BBC Electric Proms; in the chorus’s own concert promotions at the Barbican and the new King’s Place; and in two

packed-out performances of Monteverdi’s Vespers of 1610 with Emma Kirkby

and period instruments on home turf in Muswell Hill.  Its most recent Barbican concert was Britten’s War Requiem in November.
· In June 2009 the choir reached No 5 in the Amazon charts with its Kinks Choral Collection and Ray Davies.  The choir’s recent recording with Kate Royal has just been nominated for a Grammy Award. The choir also featured prominently on the recent Doctor Who specials at Christmas and New Year.
· Recently it has expanded its outreach work, including a special

performance with primary schools, funded by Thornton’s Budgens. 
· The choir celebrated its 25th anniversary in 2009 and gave world premieres by Matthew Ferraro, Orlando Gough and jazz composer Roland Perrin.
