In just a single weekend, Crouch End Festival Chorus will sing in two high-profile concerts at the Royal Albert Hall and the Barbican.

The first is at the Royal Albert Hall on Saturday 10th April under the baton of CEFC’s Patron, Oscar-winning Ennio Morricone.  Maestro Morricone is the composer for such classic films as A Fistful of Dollars, For a Few Dollars More, The Good, the Bad and the Ugly, Once Upon a Time in the West and The Mission.  This is the third time CEFC has sung with him in the UK.

The second is CEFC’s own promotion at the Barbican Hall on Sunday 11th April, featuring Janáček’s pulsating Glagolitic Mass and Beethoven’s complex Mass 
in C.   The concert will be dedicated to the memory of Don Ray, the choir’s first piano accompanist, who played with CEFC for over ten years.

the BBC Proms (Berlioz Te Deum) and the BBC Electric Proms; in the chorus’s own concert promotions at the Barbican and the new King’s Place; and in two packed-out performances of Monteverdi’s Vespers of 1610 with Emma Kirkby and period instruments on home turf in Muswell Hill.  Its most recent Barbican concerts at the Barbican wereBritten’s War Requiem in November and Haydn’s Die Schöpfung in January.
· In June 2009 the choir reached No 5 in the Amazon charts with its Kinks Choral Collection and Ray Davies.  The choir’s recent recording with Kate Royal has just been nominated for a Grammy Award. The choir also featured prominently on the Doctor Who specials at Christmas and New Year and has recently recorded for the new series with the new Doctor played by Matt Smith.
